SEPTEMBER GENERAL MEETING

We kicked off our first meeting of the fall season with our Annual Sunflower Contest. After Tom Stemler of Daisy Gardens
in Bayport awarded the prizes, Jessica Damiano, Newsday!s Garden Detective, presented a lecture and slideshow on a
topic that is dear to the hearts of all gardeners in our temperate zone...The Fall Garden, a review of plants that bloom,
rebloom or extend their bloom right into and through the fall.

Jessica first spoke about using plants like Shasta daisy, lavender and salvia that bloom into the fall in addition to plants
like dianthus whose bloom can be extended by deadheading. Further, we learned that flowers that bloom in the fall can be
encouraged to bloom even later by cutting them back just before budding. Some plants, like autumn crocus, can be planted
in early spring or summer for bloom that fall. Others, like pansies can be planted and enjoyed in the fall for the following
summer. One member shared her success with icicle pansies, which thrive in winter, even in this climate.

Fall is also sale time. Jessica cautioned us to check the roots of any plant bought late in the season. If they are brown
and wilted, do not buy the plant. If, however, they are healthy but girdled, they will grow properly if teased sufficiently and
the plant can be a good buy. Buying larger plants on sale this time of year and dividing them can be a real bargain. Don!t
forget to check those roots!

Blooms do not end with the passing of summer. The show still goes on!
