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 Once again we are privileged to have MaryLaura Lamont, National Park Service Ranger at the William Floyd 
Estate, as our guide for a very different look into how the Floyd family manipulated and changed this vast land for over 
250 years. 
 The Floyd family first began farming the Mastic estate in 1718.  William Floyd, a signer of the Declaration of 
Independence, was born on the estate 1734.   This three-hour walking tour will help us see into the past and recognize 
how the land was used as a plantation and farm, then as a hunting preserve and summer estate.  The family lived here until 
1975. 
 Dress for the weather as this is a rain or shine visit.  We will be walking approximately three miles through mown 
paths and fields.

10:00am-1:00pm—Meet in parking lot for William Floyd Estate, Mastic Beach

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 Back by popular request as a remedy for fatigue brought on by the grays and browns of winter.  Come join us in 
this workshop to make a colorful spring container for your garden.  You will create your own container with hardy spring 
flowers with Margie’s direction.  You will be able to set the container out as soon as the weather is above freezing.   
 Please bring a pair of gloves, but all the other materials and plants will be provided.  The workshop is limited to 
15 people.

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  Don your naturalist outfit: wide-brim sun hat, good hiking shoes, and khakis to complete the naturalist look, but 
be prepared with binoculars, small backpack, water, bird identification field guide, journal, bug spray, and jacket because 
this trip is rain or shine!   There is a new (scheduled opening is April 2010) Suffolk County Environmental Center at the 
recently restored home in the Scully Sanctuary which is across from the Seatuck National Wildlife Refuge.  We will have 
a 2-hour guided tour of marsh and woodland habitats and hear about the history and renovation of this historic building--a 
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one-of-a-kind, 30-room mansion that was designed by world-renowned architect, Grosvenor Atterbury, and is listed on 
the National Register of Historic Places and which now features the new nature center.    
 We are invited to bring a picnic lunch and drink, but be prepared for some beautiful May weather.

10:30am—Meet at the Scully Sanctuary parking lot

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  In the 1880’s this wealthy Quaker Family built a summer home, “Compton”, and continued to landscape it so that 
today on the 92-acre site one finds a collection of mature specimen trees.   Be sure to see the Tabletop Scotch Elm and the 
Greek Fir in the fir collection among the other plantings of which at least 13,000 are labeled.  John and Lydia Morris also 
integrated art and sculpture into the Victorian landscape of winding paths, streams and special garden areas.   Be sure to 
see the view from the Mercury Temple, the plantings of the Japanese inspired Overlook Garden, and the unique Victorian 
Fernery.  Through their travels, plant collecting, interests in art, education and horticulture, their vision became the Morris 
Arboretum of the University of Pennsylvania.   
 Our day includes a one-hour Garden Highlights tour at 10:30am followed by a Luncheon at noon.  Be sure to 
indicate your entrée choice on the registration form as no phone calls will be made.  Unless you specify a choice, chicken 
will be ordered for you.  At 2:30 there will be a Water Features tour.

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10:00-11:30am—Audubon presents Birds of Prey and the roles they play, Theodore Roosevelt Sanctuary &                                
              Audubon Center, Cove Road, Oyster Bay 
Moles and voles beware!  Most gardeners are naturalists too.  They observe their environment and are aware of the many 
things that make up this world, which would include the flora and fauna like our favorite birds, insects, and other creatures 
warm- or cold-blooded.  All rely on predator-prey relationships.  The Theodore Roosevelt Sanctuary & Audubon Center 
in Oyster Bay will hold a program for BCA that shows the niche that the raptors of North America hold and their 
relationship to man.   Did you know that only Native Americans can legally obtain golden or bald eagle feathers, and they 
need a federal permit to do so?  We will observe several raptors, demonstrated by a skilled handler who will give the 
history of the bird and its function in a normal world.  These rescued birds are now teaching since they no longer can 
function on their own.  The history of this Audubon Center is also a point of interest—it is the first songbird sanctuary in 
the U.S.!

 2:15pm—A Woodland Garden, the Locust Valley Cemetery­­Meet under the tent for light refreshment 
Come join us as we explore this unique, small, private, non-denominational cemetery.  The Olmsted Brothers (sons of 
Frederick Law Olmsted) designed it more than 100 years ago as a beautiful woodland garden sanctuary minus the usual 
rows of marble and granite.  While it is beautiful year round, in May it will be exquisite with woodland plants in bloom.  
Staff will welcome us and plan to offer light refreshments followed by a walkabout.   
W ednesday, May 26 
9:45 am—Meet at the Theodore Roosevelt Sanctuary   
Fee:  $25  /BCAHS $ 20 
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 Trees, ancient roses, wisteria and mansions – a trip back in time#
 Our day will begin with a self-guided tour of the Frelinghuysen Arboretum, a 127-acre collection of woody trees 
and shrubs.  The Arboretum surrounds a magnificent Colonial Revival mansion built as a summer home by George G. 
Frelinghuysen, a patent attorney and son of Frederick T. Frelinghuysen, Secretary of State under president Chester A. 
Arthur.  The property was a working farm. Vegetables and flowers were grown for the family's consumption and sent to 
them in New York City via train. There were greenhouses, several barns and some smaller houses on the property.  This 
property was left to their only daughter, Matilda (1887-1969). Miss Frelinghuysen had an interest in gardening and was a 
member of the Garden Club of Morristown. In 1964, she began plans for turning the estate into an arboretum. Upon her 
death the land and house were bequeathed to the people of Morris County for the use as a public arboretum. 
    Our next stop will be for a buffet lunch at George and Martha’s.  The chef's name is Michel Desjardins, which is 
French for garden, so if that is not perfect, what is???     
   Following lunch we will be treated to a guided tour of Macculloch Hall Historical Museum and Gardens.  Built in 
the early 1800’s by the “Father of the Morris Canal”, George Macculloch was a businessman, scholar and a visionary.  
Acquired by W. Parsons Todd in 1949, the mansion houses his notable collection of 18th and 19th century American and 
European fine arts and a collection of political cartoons by Thomas Nast.  Todd also restored the gardens to their 19th 
century splendor incorporating original plantings and landscape features. The garden displays seasonal blooms, including 
more than forty varieties of heirloom roses that have become a favorite of local artists.  Some of these roses are believed 
to have come from England when the Maccullochs originally created the garden.  The wisteria on the porch arbor was 
given to the Maccullochs by Commodore Matthew Perry, who is known for opening China and Japan to American trading 
in the mid- 1890’s.

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 We begin with a lecture and tour of a rediscovered garden and its restoration at the Sagtikos Manor, an historic 
home begun in 1697.  There, the walled garden has been researched and is being recreated from plants found to be 
original to the garden.  Archival photos of the walled garden serve as a great resource for the work in which "Friends of 
the Manor Gardens" are involved.  Come and discover how all this came about and see the results. The garden restoration 
is only one part of the incredible stewardship of this land.  It is sure to be an enlightening and exciting experience. 
 The lecture and tour by Celeste Topazio will be given two times to accommodate all attendees.   Therefore, we 
ask that you choose either Tour Group A or Tour Group B and also please indicate your choice on your registration 
form.

 Our next garden will be the private garden named “Sevenoaks”.   A few years ago the owners planted seven 
varieties of oak trees native to the Northeast on the 2.6 acres as part of an extensive redesign of the gardens.  The house is 
a classic Queen Anne Victorian style inside and out.  
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   The garden is a labor of love by the current owner and has been for the last 17 years.  He designed, planted, and 
maintains the garden.  It is typically an English garden with bluestone paths, flower-covered arches and generously-
planted beds.  As you walk the grounds you will find open spaces and small private rooms perfect for a formal summer 
dinner party.  The garden takes its inspiration from a combination of English cottage gardens and native flowering 
gardens.  It flourishes with numerous varieties of hydrangea, hosta, rhododendron, lilies, and buddleia to name a few.     
 The potting shed at the back of the property was once the estate’s chicken house.  Alongside it grows a single 
remaining apple tree from the long-gone orchard.  The pool is original to the house and was redone when the home and 
grounds were renovated.    
 With the exception of the vegetable garden and the dahlias, most of the garden is perennial. “We strive to keep 
our garden organic and green.  We use organic methods to fight pests and to keep the lawn and trees fresh and green.” 

Our third garden will remain “a secret garden”. 
Maps, even to the ‘secret garden’, will be distributed to all registrants.

1.  Registration is by mail only. All enrollments will be on a first­come, first­served basis and depend on 
membership status.  Enrollments are limited so please register in a timely manner. 

a. Current members in good standing may register during the first two weeks, which begins with the 
publication of the brochure. 

b. New­members and non­members may register only after the first two weeks.  Members may register a 
non­member after this two­week period.  

c. For registration purposes, if your membership has lapsed you will be considered to have new­member 
status if you choose to rejoin.   

d. There is a two­person limit per registration form. 
e. If you are enrolling another person, please use your name followed by the word “for” and the other 

person’s name.   (example:  Chloe James for Pat Brown)  Many people tend to list their own name twice 
which becomes confusing in our system. 

 
2. You will receive an acknowledgment of your registration and any needed directions in the mail; however, the 

directions for tours of private gardens are handed out at the designated meeting place on the day of the tour. 
 

3. Whenever a program is shown as filled, you may request to have your name added to the waiting 
list in case an opening becomes available later on.  Do not pay for filled courses until you are 
called.   

 
4. NO refunds will be given for any trips or classes unless it becomes necessary for us to cancel a program for 

any reason.  We will notify you if this happens and issue you a refund. 
 

5. Registrants must pay the New York State Vehicle Use Fee whenever these fees are being charged at the 
gate of the arboretum, EXCEPT 

 if anyone in the car is 62 or older and it is a non­holiday weekday.  
 if you display an Empire Passport.  (These passes can be purchased at the arboretum office and are 

good at most NYS Parks and Recreation areas. 
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
